KEY CONCEPTS:  In this course, you will deepen and extend your knowledge of Trigonometry, the branch of mathematics dealing with the relations of the sides and angles of triangles and with the relevant functions of any angles.  The key concepts are:

~Trigonometric Functions and Identities

~Inverse Circular Functions and Trigonometric Equations
~Acute Angles and Right Triangles


~Applications of Trigonometry and Vectors
~Radian Measure and Circular Functions

~Complex Numbers, Polar Equations, and Parametric Equations
~Graphs of Circular Functions



~Exponential and Logarithmic Functions
GENERAL PLAN OF THE COURSE:   

· Students will take notes on Cornell notepaper (teacher supplied) for each new lesson presentation.  All notes will be due the day of the chapter exam.  Summaries (3-5 sentences) for each lesson's notes must be completed for full credit.  Each lesson’s notes are worth 20 points.  

· Guided practice and multiple examples will be done in class.  

· All homework will be done in a spiral notebook, which must be brought to class daily.    

· An exit ticket may be given at the end of class to assess understanding.  Exit tickets are worth extra credit points on the next exam.  

· Some days will be catch-up days in which you will be given opportunities to ask questions, or work in groups to get caught up on notes, homework, or do tutorials.

RECOMMENDED MATERIALS:

1)  Trigonometry, 8th edition, Pearson (check out from the book room)

2)  Cornell Note paper (I will supply this)

3)  A section of a 3-ring binder to hold your Cornell notes and teacher supplied handouts
4)  A spiral notebook for homework

5)  mechanical pencils with an extra receptacle of black lead and an eraser

6)  a red correcting pen

7)  a scientific calculator (no graphing calculators allowed on exams) 

ASSESSMENTS:  

· Exams will be given at the end of each unit to measure comprehension and understanding. 

· Exams will be announced at least a week ahead of scheduled date.  They will be graded and usually returned within a week.  

· Exams will be a combination of free response and multiple-choice questions.   

· The lowest test grade will be dropped at the end of the semester.  

· Homework will be checked for completion on a random (surprise) basis.  Not every assignment will be checked.  You will not know ahead of time which homework will be checked.  Therefore, each homework assignment must be attempted and you must be fairly up to date on your assignments. Make sure to ask questions about problems you do not know how to do and go back to complete those problems.  Points will be given for completion.    

· Cornell notes and guided practice examples will be collected as a unit packet at the end of each chapter due the day of the exam.  

· A comprehensive semester final exam will be given at the end of the semester during finals week.

ATTENDANCE AND EXPECTATIONS:

· You are expected to be in class daily.  If you are absent, you are expected to make up all missed work in the same amount of days that you were absent.  For example, if you are absent two days, you must make up missed work within two days of your return.
· If you are absent on a test day, you must make arrangements to make up the exam the day you return to class.  Your unit packet is due the day you make up your exam.  NO EXCEPTIONS. If you do not make up an exam in a timely manner, the grade on that exam is a zero.     
· There will be no extra credit given at student or parent request. However, various opportunities for extra credit will be provided throughout the year to all students.
· A no cheating policy is strictly enforced.  Any assignment or test suspect of being copied will be 
given a zero and disciplinary action will be taken.  

DISCINPLINARY ACTION:

· First offense:  a verbal warning will be given 
· Second offense:  Math department lunch detention will be assigned and parent notified.  
· Third offense:  student will be referred to their counseling center/assistant principal for more severe disciplinary action.  
· Any student taking an exam with a cell phone out or visible will be given an automatic zero on the exam and a referral to the assistant principal.
